Senate, a group comprised of secondary school representatives across the DPCDSB.

Through leadership and participation in 
these meetings, the Student Trustees can better understand what students need or want.

Voice reports, which are brief summaries on initiatives Student Senate is planning as well as other any 
other information related to student voice.  
  
As a Student Trustee, you will have opportunities to develop and enhance critical life skills, including 
leadership, communication, while helping prepare you for the future. Student Trustees participate in a 
variety of conferences and meetings such as, OSTA-AECO conferences and OCSTA meetings..
